Teachers Notes - Cyberhunts
This programme of seven lessons introduces children to the use of cyberhunts to locate information from the internet. Often when we ask the children to search, they are given so many options it is difficult for the children to know where to start. This series of lessons will explain to the children the benefits of a cyberhunt and how to use links to go to the relevant websites. The topic of Porthcawl it used here and so is inherently linked to geography, but the cyberhunt example could be set up for any topic. 
The children are then shown how to make their own cyberhunts. Here they are encouraged to set up hunts based on their local area with the intention of e-mailing them to other schools for children to answer but they can be shared within classrooms and within the school  - i.e. making a cyberhunt for Key stage one children etc.
The programme of lessons is as follows…
Lesson 1 – How to use a cyberhunt using links and keywords.
Lesson 2 – Completing a cyberhunt on Porthcawl.
Lesson 3 – Using a browser and a search engine.

Lesson 4 – Setting up a favourites folder.
Lesson 5 – Preparing questions for your cyberhunt using useful websites.
Lesson 6 – Writing a word document and adding links in preparation for a cyberhunt. (This may take a few lessons to complete)
