YOUR CLASSROOM AS A CINEMA – USING VIDEOS AND DVDS WITH YOUR WHITEBOARD
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A projector and Whiteboard – coupled with a surround-sound speaker system – can transform the use of videos and DVDs. Feature films can be purchased abroad – or from Amazon.de or Amazon.fr – that contain a choice of language soundtracks and subtitles. You could show the foreign language version of up-to-date films in a lunch-time language club.


Videos of TV programmes can be converted to DVD by linking a VCR to a DVD recorder. These can then be shown through your PC, projector and speakers. They can also be converted if you add a ‘video capture card’ to your PC if you have a DVD-RW on your computer. Showing these programmes on a Whiteboard, with enhanced sound quality through your speaker system, is a huge improvement on the traditional TV.

The Channel 4 series Extra, for French German and Spanish, has launched a new ‘TV Rom’ of the first two episodes in the series. This contains optional subtitles and works very well with the Whiteboard. 
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
