Learning Outcomes

· To solve mathematical problems or puzzles

· To explain methods and reasoning

· To recognise prime numbers to 20 and square numbers
· To find common multiples / factors of numbers

Pupil Activities
Introduce problem to pupils.  Remind pupils of 

· Prime numbers

· Square numbers

· Multiples

· Factors

· Consecutive numbers

Pupils work to solve the problem, using the I.W.B. or away from it.

Pupils explain how they solved the problem and the strategies used
Activities away from the I.W.B.

Pupils invent a similar type problem for their partner, swap these and solve them.
Collect samples of pupil’s own puzzles; work through one or two ensuring that the clues are identified and exemplified.

By the end of the lesson pupils should be able to

· Use and explain appropriate strategies for solving number puzzles.
