What was Jesus like?


	* that Jesus was a historical figure.

* that there is no authentic visual image of Jesus

* that expressions of Jesus’ appearance vary
	* Pupils describe a class friend in words and pictures, think of qualities as well as appearance. Pupils can show or read their descriptions to the rest of the class.

* Discuss: how do you know what someone is ‘like’? Give groups of set of images of Jesus (avoid crucifixion). Talk about who it is and why there are a variety of images.

* Discuss what is known historically about Jesus. Very little is known about Jesus’ appearance, no written descriptions, painting not done until 150 years after his death. All images of Jesus are influenced by the experiences of the people who provide them. 

* Pupils will write about an image explaining why and what the painter is trying to portray about Jesus.

The face of Jesus
	* that pictures of Jesus tell us about people’s personal beliefs about him

* about the importance for many believers of a personal image of Jesus

* reflect on their own ideas of how Jesus may have looked
	* Look at some familiar images of Jesus, discuss the characters portrayed. Stress lack of authenticity. 

* Pupils draw their own pictures of Jesus’ face as they imagine it. Talk to each other about their drawings.
