     - Matthew, Matthew 9: 9-13

     - one of the crowd, Matthew 21: 1-11
     - Simon the leper, Matthew 26: 6-13
     - a disciple, Mark 9: 33-37
     - Simon, Peter, Matthew 4: 18-22
     - a disciple, John 2: 12-16
     -Simon Peter, John 13: 1-9
      - a widow, Luke 7: 11-15
      - disciples/followers, Matthew 5:43-44, Matthew 7: 1-2
Groups will record their finding:

‘Jesus was …….. I know this because ……….’

Groups will present their research to the class. Pupils will then summarise what sort of person Jesus was, from what they have found out so far.

NB: Zacchaeus was a tax collector. Tax collectors were disliked by most people in the 1st century. Jesus’ attitude to him and the leper was remarkable at the time. This definitely would not have been approved of by many religious leaders.
