· nature: Jesus stilling the storm: Mark 4: 35-41

· healing: The Ten Lepers: Luke 17: 11-19

· feeding: Feeding the Five Thousand: Mark 6: 30-44

· helping people: turning water into wine John 2: 1-11

* Focus on healing. Choose some of the miracles from p.18 Jesus. Discus with the pupils, how has Jesus performed the miracle e.g. command, touch, forgiveness, word. Many people Jesus helped had faith in him and God.

* Question the pupils:

· After the townsfolk had sent the lepers to live in the hills as they were afraid people would catch their disease, how do you think the lepers felt living in the hills?

· Have you ever been left out of anything? How did it make you feel?

· How and why did Jesus help the lepers?

· Who helps you? What do they help you do? Why do they help you?

· How can Christians help people?

· Why did one leper come back to Jesus?

· What do Christians say thank you to God for?

· When do we say thank you? What for?

* Using the miracle as a model, pupils make up their own version relating it to everyday situations on a storyboard (focus on the saying thank you) or use a template on the computer
