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How did Jesus describe himself?


	* to understand the symbolic language used about Jesus

* to think about the meaning of statements Jesus made about himself

* to begin to understand the Christian interpretation of the passages

* to understand what Jesus is saying about himself
	* Pupils, in groups, discuss the three objects placed around the room: i) a loaf of bread, ii) a candle, iii) a picture of a shepherd and some sheep. A scribe records the results. 

· What does it/he do?

· How can it/he be used?

· What is its/his purpose?

* As a class, share the groups findings, adding any more ideas that the others see as important.

* Provide pairs of pupils with three extracts about how Jesus describes himself:

· I am the bread of life: John 6: 35 (Jesus sustaining his followers, filling them up, providing for them)
· I am the light of the world: John 9: 5 (showing his followers what God wants for them, showing the way, goodness in the world)

· I am the good shepherd: John 10: 14 (providing protection, knowing people as individuals, providing direction and food)

* What do the pupils think Jesus was saying about himself? Pupils will write 3 passages answering:

· what the passages mean to Christians

· what the pupils understand from them about who Jesus was saying he is.
