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Jesus’ Teachings

(parable of Lost Son)
	* to understand why Jesus told parables

* to understand the symbolism in the parables

* to recognise the Bible has statements of belief and why they are important to believers

* show an understanding of the meaning and the relevance of parables

* relate some parables to everyday situations
	* Introduce parables to pupils. They are short stories which uses a familiar situation to illustrate religious teachings.

* Introduce to pupils range of parables dealing with things lost and found- the Lost Sheep, The Lost Coin and the Lost Son. The parable that pupils will focus on is The Prodigal Son Luke: 15 11-32.

* Pupils find parable in the Bible and read through it as a class followed by discussion:

· emphasis on relationship between father and younger son who takes his inheritance, leaves home, wastes it and returns home for forgiveness and penniless.

· Elder son stays at home with father, hard working and respectful, but when brother returns home he feels unloved by his father.

When parable ends younger son is reunited with father but unclear as the whether elder son accepts his father’s forgiveness for his brother.

Brainstorm the emotions of each character during the story.

* Pupils to mime the story in small groups, focus on the feelings and emotions.

* Class discuss the symbolism in the parable: the Father represents God, Sons = people who do wrong, Elder son = those who think forgiveness can be deserved or earned.

* Complete the worksheet (Yr 3)

*  Write the parable of Lost Son, using ‘cartoons’ to stimulate ideas and memory (Yr 4)

* Watch video of The Lost Son to consolidate knowledge and understanding
