The face of Jesus
	* Pupils consider what Jesus was like, both in appearance and qualities.

Discuss why very little is known about his appearance.

Portraits and images of Jesus are influenced by the people who have created them

	* Pupils will investigate what people thought of Jesus, using Bibles or the flipchart. They will be concentrating on different opinions people had of Jesus. Pupils will use the resources provided to record their findings.

* Pupils will focus on the story of ‘The Pharisee and the Tax Collector’ using drama to recognize the underlying message in the story

Reactions to Jesus
	* Pupils will brainstorm, using a mind map. They will record what they have learnt about Jesus so far.

Jesus Heals Ten Lepers
