Ohm’s law Teacher’s Notes
1. Programme covered:

EM1 Circuits: 

· This lesson covers Ohm’s law.
2. PowerPoint Presentation:

· A straight forward presentation.

· Teachers may ask pupils to copy some information from some of the other slides. 

· Slide 3 gives the definition of Ohm’s law and the teacher might ask some pupils to go at the board and deduce the equation (the use of interactive whiteboard makes this activity more engaging). 
· Slide 5 is a multiple choice question. Teachers may choose a pupil to click on an answer. A praising slide is hyperlinked to the correct answer.
3. ActivBoard:

· Some simple tasks for the children to get the grip with Ohm’s law and the idea that voltage across a component is measured in parallel and the current in series.
4. Worksheet:

· A straight forward worksheet that outlines the investigation of a varying voltage across a resistor to prove Ohm’s law. Teachers may provide graph paper for the pupils.
5. Equipment needed:

· PC Projector + Active Board 

· Class set of DC generators/variable resistors

· 1 kresistor per group
· Ammeters and voltmeters
