How hot is it? Teacher’s Notes
1. Programme covered:

EM1 Circuits: 

· This lesson covers “how current varies with voltage in a range of devices, including resistors, filament lamps, diodes”; “the variation of resistance with ambient conditions for light dependent resistors (LDRs) and thermistors”.
2. PowerPoint Presentation:

· A straight forward presentation with some multiple choice questions to test the immediate response of the children to new information learnt.

· Teachers may ask pupils to copy some information from some of the other slides. 

· Slide 13 gives the symbol first and then the name of a particular component studied. I normally ask the children to guess as the various symbols come up. Then, I leave the slide on for about 10 seconds and go to slide 14. 
· Slide 14 gives the name first and then the symbol of same components in slide 13. At this point, I give white slates and markers to the children and when the name comes on the board they have to draw the component on their slates and lift it up. The first to have a correct answer gains one point. If two points are granted a little prize is given to the child. This is a nice way of engaging the whole class in the activity.
3. ActivBoard:

· Some simple tasks for the children to practice the uses of the new components studied and their characteristic graphs. It is a nice way of ending the lesson.
4. Equipment needed:
