Resistance in series and parallel Teacher’s Notes
1. Programme covered:

EM1 Circuits: 

· This lesson covers “Resistance in series and parallel”, a part of the programme required only in Separate Science.
2. PowerPoint Presentation:

· A straight forward presentation.

· Teachers may ask pupils to copy some information from some of the other slides, but the presentation should really be used together with the worksheet. 

· Slides 1 and 2 are a lesson starter to recall some basic concepts about parallel circuits. 

· Teachers may want to ask some children to write on the board the values of resistance, voltage or current in some of the circuits shown on the PPT presentation (interactive whiteboard required). 
· Slides 15 and 16 can be used to answer and mark the worksheet in class.

3. ActivBoard:

· Simple drag and drop plenary session.
4. Worksheet:

· A straight forward worksheet. Children may find the last question challenging, so its answer is included in the PPT presentation.
5. Equipment needed:

· PC Projector + Active Board 

· Class set of DC generators, or batteries (probably better)
· Different resistors per group
· Ammeters and voltmeters
