Rubbing rods Teachers Notes
1. Programme covered:

EM3 Electric charge: 

· Know that electrons are transferred when certain materials are rubbed, one against another, leaving one material negatively charged and the other positively charged
2. PowerPoint Presentation:

· Slide 1 is a lesson starter. Children should be given no more than one minute to think about the answer (click to show the answer). 
· Teachers may ask pupils to copy some information from some of the other slides. 
· Last slide explains some simple tasks children are required to do to familiarize with electrostatics. Some more could be provided depending on the department’s resources.
3. ActivBoard:

· A summary which pupils can copy out and fill in the blanks. Pupils can come to the ActivBoard and ‘click and drag’ the words to fill in the blanks. Click the reset button to bring the words back at the beginning when finished.
4. Acitivities suggestions:

· Many different investigations could be suggested at the end of the lesson. A nice one is to rub two rods and place one on top of an evaporation dish turned upside down. Then the cildren can put the other rod near it and see it spin. Get them to write an explanation for this fenomenon using the electrostatic charges.
