Electrostatic Induction Teachers Notes
1. Programme covered:

EM3 Electric charge: 

· This lesson covers electrostatic induction, a part of the curriculum required only for “Separate Science Physics”.
2. PowerPoint Presentation:

· Slide 1 is a lesson starter. Children should be given no more than one minute to think about the answer (click to show the answer). 
· Teachers may ask pupils to copy some information from some of the other slides. 
· Slide 4 requires the children to perform some tasks. Some of these would require an interactive whiteboard.

· Last slide is a one word answer test. I usually get them to write the one word answers at the back of their books. Give them three to five minutes to complete the task and make sure they know how much time is left. The ACTIV software has a very good count down with alarm when the time is up!
3. ActivBoard:

· A simple task for the children to get the grip with the charge distribution inside the atom and the effects of external distributions of electric charges.
· Some children can be asked to move the nucleus and electron cloud in the atom to redistribute the charge in the different situations.

4. Worksheet:

· A straight forward worksheet to help the children to practice the knowledge gained on electrostatic induction.

5. Equipment needed:

· PC Projector + Active Board (only if using plenary session)
