Applied Electrostatics 1 Teacher’s Notes
1. Programme covered:

EM3 Electric charge: 

· This lesson covers some useful applications of electrostatic. “Understand why ideas of electrostatic charge have been developed for use in every day life and describe one example – precipitation, paint spraying, xerography etc”.
2. PowerPoint Presentation:

· Slide 1 is a lesson starter. Straight forward “True or False” exercise. You can use the templates in the word document to create a class set of True of False cards (click to show the answer). 
· Straight forward PPT presentation. Teachers may ask pupils to copy some information from some of the other slides. 
· On slide 4 teachers may ask some pupils to predict the path of a droplet given the charge of the droplet, or the voltage across the plates (i.e. which plate is positive or negative). They could also draw it on the board if an interactive whiteboard is available.
· All the slides in the presentation focus on very frequently asked examples of applied Electrostatics in GCSE exam questions. Therefore, I decided to spend a whole lesson on them to build up the skills and understanding needed for the next lesson, where the children will be asked to observe a situation and provide a written and detailed explanation on it.
