Applied Electrostatics 2 Teacher’s Notes
1. Programme covered:

EM3 Electric charge: 

· This lesson covers some dangers of electrostatic. “Describe a situation in which electrostatic charges are dangerous and explain how precautions can be taken to ensure that electrostatic charge is discharged safely”.
2. PowerPoint Presentation:

· Slide 2 to 4 introduce an important example of a situation in which electrostatics can be hazardous. As well as good material for their revision, these slides represent a warming up exercise where the children are asked to analyse the situation, identify the danger and explain how the safety features introduced work. Again, this is a thinking skills activity that is worth spending some time on. 
· The rest of the presentation provides a very valuable exercise. The children are shown visually how lightning form via an animation. They have then to transfer that information in writing, using the form of bullet points. This exercise trains them to break problems in smaller chunks that should be easier to deal with and encourages them to link events logically and in a chronological order. Teachers may set a challenge in groups where the group that provides the most detailed and logical explanation in the shortest time wins a prize. Groups could also produce a display of the various stages.
