	Food Webs

	Aim:
To develop understanding of the feeding relationship between plants and animals and between different species of animal.

	Preparatory Work:
The presentation can be used as an introductory activity to the theme or as an assessment / revision tool.
If it is to be used as an assessment  / reinforcement activity the following knowledge would be appropriate:

· Plants produce their own food (producers)
· Some animals eat plants (herbivores)
· Some animals eat other animals (carnivores)
· Some animals eat both plants and animals (omnivores)
· Feeding relationships between living things can be show as food webs 
· Animals that are eaten are called prey
· Animals that eat other animals are called predators

	Content: 
The presentation contains a series of linked pages which illustrate the different feeding relationships between plants and animals.
Predators and prey are identified as well as carnivores, herbivores and omnivores.

Food webs are explained and illustrated including the concept of apex predators.

	Activities:
Whole Class: Using the interactive whiteboard teacher can move through the presentation pausing whenever necessary to ask questions and highlight ideas.

The presentation has been created to enable moving forwards and backwards whenever required so previous screens can be easily accessed.

Individual / Pair work: Pupils view the presentation on standalone machines moving through the topics and animations at their own pace.

* The presentation then links with the Plant Lifecycle quiz which assesses understanding.
