	Aim:
To develop understanding of the lifecycles of flowering plants using text and visual stimulus

	Preparatory Work:
The presentation can be used either as an introduction to the theme of  Plant Lifecycles or as a revision / assessment tool

If using the presentation as a revision tool then the following knowledge would be necessary:

· Flowering plants reproduce by making seeds
· Seeds are created within the fruit of the plant

· Plants have male and female parts

· Plants disperse their seeds in order to improve their chances of life

· When seeds begin to grow it is called germination

	Content: 
The presentation contains a series of linked pages which illustrate the production of seeds within a flowering plant and their location within the fruit of the plant.
The different methods of seed dispersal are also covered, as is the positive environmental advantage gained by plants dispersing their seeds away from the parent plant.

Seed germination is also touched upon

	Activities:
Whole Class: Using the interactive whiteboard teacher can move through the presentation pausing whenever necessary to ask questions and highlight ideas.

The presentation has been created to enable moving forwards and backwards whenever required so previous screens can be easily accessed.

Individual / Pair work: Pupils view the presentation on standalone machines moving through the topics and animations at their own pace.

* The presentation then links with the presentation on pollination and also the Plant Lifecycle quiz which assesses understanding.
