	Plant Lifecycle Quiz

	Aim:
To assess the understanding of the presentations based upon Flowers Fruits and Seeds and also Pollination by an interactive quiz.

To enable whole class and individual / paired assessment of the knowledge and understanding of the theme in a bright, colourful and fun medium


	Preparatory Work:
In order to undertake the quiz pupils should have had the opportunity to work through the presentations based upon 1) Flowers Fruits and Seeds and 2) Pollination both as a whole class with teacher guidance and also as individual / pairs working on standalone machines

	Content: 
The presentation consists of a set of interactive questions based upon The production of seeds and fruit and the pollination and reproductive parts of a flowering plant.
Each question has a selection of possible answers, the computer will inform the pupil if they are correct or incorrect and allow them to retry a question until they are successful.

	Activities:
Whole Class: Using the interactive whiteboard the class can take part in the quiz using the touch sensitive screen to select the correct answer. 
Pupils could come up to the board and play until they make a mistake or take turns one question each.

Individual / Pair work: Working on standalone machines the pupils can undertake the quiz working at their own pace. The interactive nature of the presentation and the ability to retry a question enables them to continue until successful.
