Instructions for operating Presentations

Viewing

The presentations have been made to run using Microsoft PowerPoint. They have been created using Office PowerPoint 2003 but complex slide transitions and animations have been purposely avoided in order enable them to run successfully on older versions with little or no deterioration in functionality.

Starting the presentations

· Double click the icon for the presentation you require 

· MS PowerPoint (Or Viewer) should open the file

· On the top tool bar select ‘Slide Show’

· From the dropdown menu select ‘View Show’

· The presentation should then begin

Navigating within the Presentations 
The presentations have been designed with the same controls throughout 

The presentations have been designed not to advance from slide to slide unless a specific ‘button’ / area of the screen is clicked with the mouse 

On these areas the mouse pointer will change from an arrow to a pointing finger. If no pointing finger is visible the area will not react when clicked.

All the presentations and quizzes have the same navigation in the bottom left of the screen:
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Selecting these ‘buttons’ will advance the presentation to the next section or return to the previous section (Not necessarily the next or previous page)

Within the Quiz presentations the NEXT button will advance or step back through the questions (When on a question page) to allow the user to find specific questions or to go over something that has arisen during the session.

A variety of selection areas are used within the presentations lists, tables and pictures can be selected in order to navigate through the presentation:
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Also areas of some diagrams can be selected in order to view more information or make a selection:

In the example above the circles and the labels can be selected to navigate through the presentation.

If there are no ‘live’ sections on a page the main ‘BACK’ and ‘NEXT’ navigation will lead to the next section.
