Lesson Plan 3
Labelling parts of a flower

Drop and drag activity – 1 page
Objectives
To be able to name these parts on a flowering plant: root, stem, leaf, flower, petal. 
Desirable Outcomes/National Curriculum
KS1 Science: ‘Green plants as organisms “…to recognise and name the leaf, flower, stem and root of a flowering plant”
‘Knowledge and Understanding of the World’ “Children should have experience of …living things” 
Resources
Page 8 of the flipchart.
A real flower, with roots attached.
Introduction
Ask the children to look at the page on the board. 
Group Work
Whole class – Read each of the words at the bottom of the page together. As a class, work out where each label should go. Select, drag and drop each label into the correct position. Relate the picture on the board to the real flower and similarly name the parts on the real flower. 
Individual work
Draw a picture of a flower and label the parts. Check your work by going back to the labelled plant on the board – did you remember each of the parts we talked about? If not, the child can copy the missed out labels from the board. 
Plenary
Looking at the real flower, recap on each of the parts the children have learned to name. Look at other pictures of flowers with different shaped leaves etc. and name the same parts on those flowers.
