Lesson Plan 4
Naming animals seen in our locality

Drop and drag activity – pages 9, 10 and 11
‘Guess the animals’ –  pages 12, 13 and 14
Objectives
To be able to name the commonly seen animals, birds and mini-beasts: cat, cow, puppy, swan, seagull, pigeon, beetle, spider, butterfly and wasp.  To test/improve their visual memory and naming skills of these animals by playing the ‘Guess the animal’ games that follow. 
Desirable Outcomes/National Curriculum
KS1 Science: ‘Living Things in their Environment’ “…find out about the different kinds of…animals in the local environment…”
‘Knowledge and Understanding of the World’ “Children should have experience of …living things”
Resources
Pages 9, 10, 11, 12, 13 and 14 of the flip chart. 
Introduction
Ask the children about the animals they commonly see in our locality. Can they name some of these animals? 
Group Work
Whole class - Use pages 9, 10 and 11. Talk about the external features of the animals, birds and minibeasts that are pictured on these pages. Read the words together on each page. Choose some of the children to match the word to the appropriate picture by clicking on the chosen word, dragging and dropping it into position. Move onto the ‘Guess the animal’ pages. Either read out, or ask a child/the children to read each clue in turn – Can you guess which animal/bird/minibeat it is? Move the rectangle to reveal the answer. Either in pairs or individually, ask some children to think of three clues they could give to the rest of the class to describe a different animal – can the children guess the answer? 
Individual work
Draw a picture and/or write about a pet or a wild animal, such as a fox or a hedgehog, which the child knows about. Use reference books to gather further information. Ask the child to include information in his/her work about what the animal likes to eat, where they often see it, when the animal sleeps, if they have seen the animal at ‘play’ etc. Each child can take turns to talk about his/her work in small groups or to the whole class. 
Plenary
Ask the children to name some of the animals we have talked about. Are there any animals etc. in this group that they had not seen or heard of before? 

Homework

Ask the children watch out in the locality for some of the animals we have talked about in this lesson. Perhaps they or a family member could briefly record what they see. This information could be shared with the class back in school.
