Lesson Plan 5
Naming external animal body parts 

Drop and drag activity – 2 pages (pages 15 and 16) 
Objectives
To name the external body parts of a human and other animals. Look at the similarities and differences between humans and other animals. 
Desirable Outcomes/National Curriculum
KS1 Science: ‘Humans and Other Animals’ “…to name the main external parts, e.g. hand, elbow, knee, of the human body” “To compare the external parts of human bodies with those of other animals” 
Scientific Enquiry: ‘Investigative Skills: Considering Information’ “…to make simple comparisons”.  
‘Knowledge and Understanding of the World’ “Children should have experiences of…animals and other living things”
Resources
Pages 15 and 16 of the flipchart.
Introduction
Sing the action rhyme – “head, shoulders knees and toes”. Look at our own bodies and point to/name body parts. 
Group Work
Whole class - Use pages 15 and 16 of the flipchart. Look at the picture of the dog. Read the words at the bottom of the page. Select, drag and drop the labels into the correct position. Complete the same process with the picture of the human body. Ask the children to think about the similarities and differences between humans and other animals.  Think about senses, exercise, food, water, keeping warm etc. as basic needs of all animals. 
Individual work
Draw a picture of yourself and label as many parts of your body as you can.  Draw a picture of your pet, or other familiar animal, label the that picture. Check your work against the two pages in the flipchart – have you included any extra labels? The children can take turns in showing their work in small groups or to the whole class. 
Plenary
Ask the children to talk about what new information they have learnt – what do they know now which they didn’t know before? Share this with the group.
