
Sociology Matching Words Game
Why do it?  
This activity is designed to build on the Resourcefulness Learning muscle by encouraging: 
· Questioning, 
· Making Links, 
· Reasoning

· Capitalising

· Reflectiveness
· Collaboration

Time allocation: 3 hours
For schemes of work, this activity will tick the following boxes

How to do it

1. Teach the basics of Sociological Theory (Functionalism, Marxism, Feminism, Symbolic Interactionism and Post modernism)

2.  Divide the class into groups of four or five. Hand out words and concepts corresponding to all five theories (mixed up in a large envelope) along with an A3 sheet of paper and glue sticks.

3. The groups write the headings on the A3 sheet.

4. They sort and match each of the words with the appropriate theory. 
5. Once this has been checked they stick the words on to the sheet.

6. Each person then writes a summary of each theory using all of the words on each list.

7. The teacher chooses one from each group to present to the whole class and discussed.

Follow up work
Take a number of Sociological “facts” such as differential attainment in education or domestic violence and try to explain these using Sociological theories.
 This should help to consolidate understanding of theories and help students to see how theories are used/ applied in discussions.

Variations:
Could be used in most discussions in which competing ideas and explanations are essential.
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
