Using the NGfL Cymru Sociology GCSE site
Each folder in the NGfL GCSE site follows the same basic format so that teachers can plan their lessons and delivery.

It is designed to support the WJEC GCSE specification, although there may be overlap with specifications from other boards. For further information on the WJEC GCSE Sociology specification, please contact the Board <www.wjec.co.uk>
This site is targeted initially at teachers to provide a classroom support; however, students may also find it attractive and useful enough to use as a revision aid or research tool. It is hoped that it will be accessible enough to support some independent learning.

The style has been pitched at the middle range of ability as these students do not find much GCSE material accessible. 

Each folder covers one topic, and within each topic there are certain key elements:

1. There will be a PowerPoint slideshow which will contain interactive elements and discussion questions. This slideshow is intended as an initial stimulus for classroom projection with an interactive whiteboard and group and whole class discussion of the important issues. There may be a factual element and key terms may be defined.

2. There will be some worksheets or activities for teachers to edit, print and use in class as appropriate. Answers are provided in most cases.

3. There will also be an online activity that can be completed as a classroom activity or by students working independently.
