Learning how to assess a KS5 Sociology answer

Aims

To achieve a better understanding of success criteria and how to recognise these in your own and other peoples’ work
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How to do it:

Provide an actual answer to a question

Provide a marking feedback sheet

1. Pupils read the answer

2. After initial reading, re-read the piece as a whole class, annotating it using the assessment criteria on the matrix. Teacher encourages discussion of the relevant assessment criteria whilst annotating where AO1 and AO2 skills are present. (This can be combined with colour coding these skills)

3. Students use the feedback mark sheet to decide which band the answer should go into and then which mark. Students give a mark in red.

4. Teacher outlines the marks that have been awarded and why. Students write the actual mark given in green. Students compare the teacher’s mark with their own. Pupils should develop an understanding of what is likely to be rewarded by an examiner.

This exercise can be repeated either as a further whole class activity or as the students become more confident at peer/ self assessment.
