	Vocabulary used
	What does it mean?

	Detailed/ wide ranging 
	Lots of points and evidence is in the answer

	Depth
	Lots of explanation of all of the evidence with links to the question can be seen

	Superficial
	Whatever is said is not explained and there are not many links to the question

	Balanced discussion
	A number of different views are presented

	Sustained
	All the way through the answer

	Explicit
	obvious, clear to anyone reading the answer

	Implicit
	Hidden/ not obvious but there, nevertheless

	Asserted
	Says things that are not backed up with evidence

	Juxtaposition
	Latin word meaning ‘next to’. In essays, this means something is said, and then the opposite is said (usually indicated by phrases such as ‘on the other hand’ or ‘however’)

	Common sense
	Different ideas or explanations are merely described and are not based on research evidence or logical argument
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
