	Aim

To revise different times of day.

	Preparatory Work

Pupils will need to be familiar with:

· the story: Edi Esgus

· the question: Ble mae Edi? (Where is Edi?)

· the following locations in the story:

yn y gwely (in the bed)

ar yr iard (on the yard)
yn y gegin (in the kitchen)

yn y stafell molchi (in the bathroom)

wrth yr ysgol (by the school)

yn y stafell ddosbarth (in the classroom)

ar y cae pêl-droed (on the football field)

· the question: Pa amser? (What time?)
· the different times of the day in the story:
Mae hi’n amser codi (It’s time to get up)

Mae hi’n amser brecwast (It is breakfast time)

Mae hi’n amser brwsio dannedd (It is time to brush your teeth)

Mae hi’n amser chwarae (It is play time)

Mae hi’n amser darllen (It is reading time)

Mae hi’n amser chwaraeon (It is games time)

	Content

There are two activities based on the above language patterns.

The activities can be introduced to the whole class using the interactive whiteboard and following this, pupils could work in pairs on stand alone computers.

	Activities

· Whole class

Activity 1

Teacher to lead the questioning by asking Ble mae Edi? and the whole class to name the different locations as they appear on the screen.

Activity 2

The teacher to choose a pupil to come out and touch a specific location.  When the new screen appears, the teacher to ask the question Pa amser? and the pupil to respond by saying the appropriate time of the day e.g. Mae hi’n amser chwarae.  Click on Ateb and the correct sentence will appear.
