	Aim

To practise location vocabulary (prepositions) and classroom vocabulary.

	Preparatory work

Pupils will need to be familiar with the following:

· vocabulary related to the classroom: bwrdd (table), cwpwrdd (cupboard), cyfrifiadur (computer), cadair (chair), silff (shelf), cloc (clock), bin sbwriel (litter bin), ffenest (window), bwrdd gwyn (whiteboard), pin coch (red pen), rwler (ruler), rwber (eraser), siswrn (scissors), blwch (box), glud (glue), papur (paper), pensil (pencil), stwfflwr (stapler), llyfr darllen (reading book)

· prepositions: ar (on), wrth (by), yn (in), o flaen (in front of), tu ôl i (behind),  o dan (under), uwchben (above)

· the question and answer patterns: eg: Ble mae Dyd? (Where is Dyd?) Mae Dyd ar y bwrdd. (Dyd is on the table.) 
· instructions which will appear on the screen: 

Cliciwch ar y llun iawn. (Click on the right picture)
Rhowch fi … (Put me) 

Cliciwch ar y saeth iawn. (Click on the right arrow)
Darllenwch (Read) 

Cliciwch ar yr ateb iawn. (Click on the right answer)

	Content

There are four activities based upon the above language. Each activity can be introduced to the whole class using the interactive whiteboard and following this, pupils could work individually or in pairs on stand alone computers.

	Activities

· Whole class 

Activity 1,2,3 and 4

Teacher to read the speech bubble/sentence. Pupils to come out to the whiteboard and touch the correct answer. It is possible for the pupils to take on the role of the teacher and read the speech bubbles/sentences.  

· Paired work on stand alone computers

Pupils to take turns to read the speech bubbles aloud and select the correct answer within all four activities. 

· Individual work on stand alone computers

Pupils can complete all activities individually.
