	Pwy ydy Pwy? (Who is who?) 1

	Aim

A reading and understanding exercise involving matching pictures and sentences.

	Preparatory Work

Pupils will need to be familiar with the following:

the language patterns:  Mae ganddi hi….. (She has …), Mae ganddo fo … (He has …)

Does ganddi hi ddim… (She doesn’t have), Does ganddo fo ddim… (He doesn’t have …)

adjectives:  mawr (big), bach (small), hir (long), byr (short), syth (straight), cyrliog (curly), pigog (spiky)
colours

vocabulary: barf (beard), mwstas (moustache), rubanau (ribbons), clustdlws/clustdlysau (earring/earrings), sbectol (glasses) 

	Content

This screen is easier than screen 2. It shows sentences which describe some of the faces on the screen.  Pupils are asked to read sentences and match them to pictures.  The activity can be extended to writing descriptions.  The activity can be introduced to the whole class using the interactive whiteboard and following this, pupils could work in pairs on stand alone computers.

	Activities 

· Whole class
Teacher to read one sentence and ask a pupil to come up to the whiteboard and drag a face to match the sentence.  The sentence is then read aloud by the class who decide whether the correct face has been chosen.  The activity is repeated until all the faces have been placed next to a sentence.

· Extension activity 

Teacher to ask pupils to think of sentences to describe the remaining faces.  Small whiteboards to be given to the pupils so that they can record their sentences.  Pupils could be given the opportunity to read out their sentences and show what they have written to the class.

· Individual work on stand alone computers
Pupils can read the sentences and match them to the faces.  Teachers to print out a correct completed screen so that pupils can check their answers.
