	Disgrifio Pobl (Describing People) 

	Aim

To practise reading and writing descriptions of the face.

	Preparatory Work

Pupils will need to be familiar with: 

· the language patterns Mae ganddo fo … (He has …), Mae ganddi hi … (She has …)
· adjectives : byr (short), hir (long), pigog (spiky), cyrliog (curly), syth (straight), mawr (big), bach (small)
· colours

· names of items: clustdlws (ear-ring), sbectol (glasses)
   *Pupils will need to know how to select a pen from Toolbox and change the colour in  order to draw on the screen.

	Content

There are three screens based on describing the appearance of a face. The first one describes a male, the second one a female and the third is blank for pupils to choose the gender and write their own sentences.  This activity should be introduced on the interactive whiteboard.  To change the colours use Smartboard floating toolbar (to be found on bottom toolbar) and double click on pen icon.

	Activities

Screens 1 and 2 

· Whole class

Teacher to read one sentence and ask a pupil to draw the feature/item on the face.

A pupil to take on the role of the teacher and read another sentence whilst another pupil draws the feature/item on the face.  Activity to be repeated until all the sentences and drawings are completed.

· Paired work on stand alone computers

 Pupils can work in pairs taking turns to read sentences and draw the features/items. They can print out their work if required or save it using a different file name.

Screen 3

·  Whole class

Teacher to write a description on the smart board using the pen.  A pupil to come out  to the smart board and draw the feature/item on the face.  The activity can be extended by inviting pupils to write descriptions on the smart board instead of the teacher.

·  Paired work on stand alone computers

      Pupils can work in pairs taking turns to write sentences and draw the features/items. They can print out their work if required or save it using a different file name.
