	Y Tywydd (The Weather)

	Aim

To discuss the weather in Wales in the Present Tense.

	Preparatory Work

Pupils will need to be familiar with:

· the points of the compass: Gogledd (North), De (South), Dwyrain (East), 

Gorllewin (West).
· weather vocabulary: Mae’n oer (cold) / boeth (hot) / ddiflas (miserable) / gymylog (cloudy) / wyntog (windy) / heulog (sunny) / niwlog (foggy) bwrw glaw (raining) / bwrw eira (snowing) / rhewi (freezing) / sych (dry) / wlyb (wet) / stormus (stormy) / gynnes (warm) / braf (fine)  
· language patterns: 

Sut mae’r tywydd yng Nghymru heddiw? (What’s the weather like in Wales today?) Mae’n … yn y Gogledd (It’s … in the North).

	Content

One activity relating to the weather in Wales.  This activity can be used to discuss the weather in the Present Tense.

	Activities

Activity 1

· Whole class
This activity should be carried out on the interactive whiteboard.  Teacher to ask the question Sut mae’r tywydd yng Nghymru heddiw? (What is the weather like in Wales today?)  Pupil to answer e.g. Mae’n bwrw glaw ac yn ddiflas yn y Gogledd (It is raining and miserable in the North).  The pupil must then drag the correct words into the sentence and place the corresponding symbols beneath the words.

· Differentiation

Teacher to drag the green box over the vocabulary.  Pupils to describe the weather orally using only the weather symbols as stimuli.

Pupils to fill in the blanks using the whiteboard pen.

· Paired work on stand alone computers
Pupils can work in pairs taking turns to ask the question and to complete and read the sentence.
