	Ble est ti? (Where did you go?)

	Aim

To revise place names in Wales and sporting activities and to introduce the language patterns: 

Ble est ti i…? (Where did you go to…?)
Es i i… (I went to to…)

	Preparatory work

Pupils should have prior knowledge of: 

· the program Llefydd yng Nghymru (Places in Wales).            
· the names and location of the following places: Wrecsam, Llandudno, Yr Wyddfa (Snowdon), Pwllheli, Glan Llyn, Aberystwyth, Llangrannog, Abertawe (Swansea),  Caerdydd (Cardiff), Llanelwedd. 

· the names of the following sports: chwarae pêl-droed, (playing football) sgïo, (skiing) dringo, (climbing),  nofio, (swimming),  rhwyfo, (rowing), chwarae pêl-rwyd, (playing netball),  seiclo, (cycling), bowlio deg, (ten pin bowling), chwarae rygbi, (playing rugby) marchogaeth, (horse-riding).


	Content

There are two activities, oral and writing. Each activity can be introduced to the whole class using the interactive whiteboard. The oral activity can be used for paired work on the stand alone computers.

	Activities

Activity 1

· Whole class 

Teacher to lead the questioning by asking pupils e.g.  Ble est ti i chwarae pêl-droed? One pupil to come to the white board and point at a red dot on the map.  Teacher to click on the red dot.  If an incorrect place is chosen then Triwch eto (Try again) appears on the screen. To return to the question the teacher must click on the map icon. If the correct place has been chosen then a picture of the activity appears on screen along with the correct sentence relating to the activity and the place e.g.  Es i i chwarae pêl-droed yn Wrecsam.  Following this the pupil to read the sentence.

When the pupils have become more familiar with the new language patterns the activity can be repeated with pupils saying the sentence before the teacher clicks on the red dot.

It is possible for pupils to take on the role of the teacher and ask the questions.

Pupils could repeat the activity in pairs on stand alone computers.

Activity 2 (Writing)

· Whole class

This activity is similar to activity 1 but when the correct screen appears the pupil has to write the sentence on the screen using the whiteboard pen. Teacher should discuss with pupils whether the sentence is correct and corrections should be made accordingly using the whiteboard eraser. When the teacher is satisfied with the answer, the pupil to replace the pen in the whiteboard holder and the teacher to click on Dych chi’n iawn? (Are you right?)  The correct sentence will appear on the screen and the sentence written by the pupil will have disappeared.
