COUNTRIES OF THE WORLD/FOOD OF THE WORLD

	Aim

To practise asking and answering questions about the location of countries of the world, the flag of the countries and foods of the world.

	Preparatory WorK

Pupils will need to be familiar with:

· names of the following countries: Cymru, Sbaen, Awstralia, Rwsia, Iwerddon (Ireland), Yr Alban (Scotland), Yr Eidal (Italy), Venezuela, China, India, Japan, Gwlad Groeg (Greece), Lloegr (England).
· names of the following food: pitsa, cyri, byrgyr, reis, coffi, te.

· the following questions and answer patterns: 
Ble mae ...?                           Dyma …

(Where is …?)                                     (Here is …)

Pa un ydy baner ...?                  Dyma faner …  

(Which is the flag of …?)                    (Here is the flag of …)

Baner pa wlad ydy hon?               Baner …

	Content

There are five activities based on the above questions.  Each activity can be introduced to the whole class using the interactive whiteboard and following this pupils could work in pairs on stand alone computers.

	Activities

· Whole class

Teacher to lead the questioning and ask pupils to come out to the whiteboard and touch the correct answers.  It is then possible for the pupils to take on the role of the teacher and ask the questions.

· Paired work on stand alone computers

One pupil to ask the questions and the other pupil to answer before clicking the mouse over the correct icon.  Once the activity is completed the pair can change roles.
