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Each file contains the schools scheme of work, lesson plans, home activities and a selection of resources used for their community project.
It is very important to ensure each year group leads the project and therefore the focus of each lesson can change.


The most important aspect of the project is to ensure Secondary teachers work with the target pupils and local groups as much as possible.

Every community has a rich history to investigate.
The framework we have used in our community can be used in every school.

The joint residential visit is another positive aspect.
We chose Snowdon and The Glan Llyn Urdd Centre.

INTRODUCTION

Our aim has always been to educate but if any child is unhappy we cannot do that!
Our project has been to make children happy and eager to learn – and no we cannot promise that every child will ALWAYS be happy but we can give help and reassurance for the times when they need it, and for the times when they lose sight of their potential.
Basically we want to open the doors for everyone and help them to seek a goal and to keep climbing to achieve these dreams.

As primary teachers we are always aware of how well we know each pupil and their families, which enables us to provide a caring and nurturing environment.  
The parent’s hand over a scared 3 year old, we take care of their child and become part of their family until that child is 11, and again becomes that scared and vulnerable child again.

What could WE do to make this next transition less daunting? – We want to support all pupils at this time and in addition some pupils face even tougher challenges and it is essential to make arrangements for supporting disadvantaged pupils.















We ensure we have a multi agency approach -
We have developed a close collaborative working group within our family of schools consisting of the year 6 teachers, key members of staff from the secondary school, head teachers, and many outside agencies.  

We want to create a community focus that involves everyone whilst engaging with parents:

Each year 6 teacher invited their pupils to plan a project about their village / town and decide what they wanted to learn and how they could do this.  

These activities were based within the community with a geographical and historical focus but the learning was creative and where possible secondary teachers and community groups were invited to be part of these.  This has involved working in the locality, in the primary school and with the pupils visiting the secondary school.
 This has developed key adult links for the children and also an understanding of individual needs while the children are still in the primary school.
  Our pupils now feel they know so many staff members already and were excited about beginning secondary school.  
When they face any difficult times ahead there is an adult there who understands and can help them through the day and where needed ensure they stay focused on their goals.

In addition to each individual project all of the year 6 pupils have been taken on an overnight expedition to Snowdon with Year 10 pupils and the PE department from the secondary school who organised team building activities for the pupils to make new friendships.  





A scheme of work and activity plans has been created for each school with all the information and resources sourced from the community.  
Home activity cards to encourage the active learning to continue out of school also support each activity.  


We do feel we have developed a project that focuses on strategies that address learner’s motivation; behaviour, attendance and self esteem and also include all aspects of the School Effectiveness Framework.

























The project focused on developing the emotional literacy skills of pupils and the importance of aspirations and creativity.

Overview of the Transition Project

 Supporting the transition of socially disadvantaged pupils to key stage 3 through independent, problem solving learning opportunities within their community


The Year 6 pupils also visit each other’s projects to share their work.
Target pupils are chosen to train at the secondary school as peer mentors to support the transition process.
Year 10 pupils visit and assist with activities at the primary school, secondary school visits and during visits.
The residential visit to Glan Llyn involves links with the PE department who offer a training schedule – possibility of an after school club – fitness training to prepare for the Snowdon climb.  Glan Llyn also provides team-building activities.  Key staff to attend and ‘Own zone’ staff who provide the after school activities at the Secondary School.
Each project shares their drama production with the community at the end of the year.  If this can be held at the Secondary school it develops staff and parent links.
The year 6 pupils take part in extra locality visits – to Cefn Sidan and Ffos Las.
->The next step will be to develop further Professional Learning Communities within the group.  Further year groups aim to develop projects linking the secondary school staff and visits to the school.
