If this is not feasible, CAGAC will make every effort to arrange an alternative public performance venue.

· A solo or ensemble piece is acceptable – maximum of 20 performers.

· Any musical style, and any combination of voices and/or instruments (including electronic instruments) is acceptable.

· The piece should not exceed more than 4 minutes.

· A recording of the piece should be provided with the entry. A musical score is not essential.

· Entrants should provide a written commentary explaining the background to the piece, and also outlining what assistance, if any, they received from their music teacher.

· The winning composer in each competition category will receive a cash prize of £100. If the piece can be played live, CAGAC will arrange for it to be performed live at a local Music Service concert. If this is not feasible, CAGAC will make every effort to arrange an alternative public performance venue.

· The winning composers may themselves arrange for the piece to be performed, or may request for it to be performed by others. In the event of the latter being possible, a musical score and parts will be required.
